	 They can register individually, in groups or as part 
of a sports club.

- Set up a stand in the heart of the official event 
village to promote your country, your province or 
your city, and present your regional products and 
tourism to the public attending at the event (over 
25,000 people). 

The European Challenge created in Metz will be a powerful 
and media-friendly symbol, in the heart of a region that lives 
and breathes the European idea.
Our public relations activities will ensure you enjoy significant 
visibility: social networks, newsletter, national and international 
press relations, television broadcast, entertainment in the 
official event village, public presentation of the delegations on 
our podium, and more.

A special complementary programme is also planned for 
the sports and tourist delegations: official reception by the 
city, guided tour of Metz and the House of Robert Schuman, 
gourmet meals, and more.
